Polls open 6:00 am - 8:00 pm 

 

 Election will primarily be VOTE-BY-MAIL  

 If you go to a polling location, you will ONLY be allowed to do a PROVISIONAL (PAPER) BALLOT  

 All active voters will receive a vote by mail ballot and return postage paid envelope 

 Ballots CAN be returned to polling locations. You can only return YOUR ballot 

 Mail in ballots can be returned by postage paid return mail, must be postmarked on or before November 3 

and received by County Board of Elections on or before November 10 

 In person delivery to the Board of Elections at 50 Rancocas Road, Mt. Holly, Monday – Friday, 8:00 am – 

4:00 pm by 8:00 pm on November 3 

 Deposit your ballot in one of 13 secure ballot drop boxes throughout the County at convenient locations 

with 24-hour/7-day video surveillance and daily pick-up by 8:00 pm on November 3

 ONLY VOTERS WITH DISABLITIES preventing them from voting using a paper ballot will be able to 

vote on ADA-accessible machines at polling locations

 There will be limited polling locations available
